Collectively,
they stretch from Liaodong in the east to Lop Lake in the west, from present-
day Sino-Russian border in the north to Taohe River in the south.
A comprehensive archaeological survey, using advanced technologies,
has concluded that the walls built by the Ming dynasty measure 8,850 km
(5,500 mi). This is made up of 6,259 km (3,889 mi) sections of actual walk
