Rajasthani painting flourished from 16th CAD to 19th CAD. It was inspiredsand
influenced by Jain manuscript painting of Gujarat. This painting style matured
during 17th CAD. Its popularity spread all over Rajasthan and attdinéd the
appreciation of the common man and the royal court equally. Though the
technique and style remained basically the same as that ofdmural.of the
classical period, but it borrowed few things from Mughal paidting in the later
period.

Rajasthani painting can be divided in four groups ,as Rajasthani school,
Bundelkhand school, Pahari school and Sikh school.{Thésre are many centres
in these regions, which are famous for these miniature paintings. Some of these
centres are Jaipur, Mewar, Malwa, Nathdwarag Udaipur, Jodhpur, Bikaner,
Kota, Bundi, Kishengarh, etc.

Themes of these paintings are mainly Puramie, or"Epic. Krishna-Leela is the
most popular theme along with some€ ystories of the Mahabharata and
Ramayana. Folklore of Rajasthan like “Dhola Maru and Roopmati and
Baz Bahadur are also illustrated infthesejpaintings.

Characteristic Features :

There is a lot of variety in the Styl€ ofRajasthani school in handling the natural
scene, architectural structure andyhtiman figures.

Faces are generally shewniin profile. Both the male and female figures show
suppleness and emotion in“their large eyes. The influence of the Mughal court
is very clear in the dress and costumes. Same influence is notable in the
drawings of building and palaces in these paintings during the later period.
